WHEREAS, born August 27, 1933, Wilbert G. Hols dedicated his life to serving in the United States Air Force; and

WHEREAS, due to his strong work ethic and devotion to excellence, Wilbert G. Hols attained the rank of Lt. Colonel; and

WHEREAS, Lt. Colonel Wilbert G. Hols flew needed supplies from Thailand to United States servicemen stationed in Vietnam during that very difficult conflict; and

WHEREAS, after twenty-five years of service to his country, Lt. Colonel Wilbert G. Hols retired from the Air Force but continued his selfless service to his community by teaching history and political science at Jefferson Community College; and

WHEREAS, at the age of sixty-five, Lt. Colonel Wilbert G. Hols retired from Jefferson Community College, but remained active in civic and political organizations until his untimely death at the age of sixty-nine on January 21, 2002;
