Funding for the Lees College Campus of Hazard Community College shall be continued by the University of Kentucky from proceeds of the E. O. The above appropriation includes funding for the administrative costs of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System as created by enabling legislation as enacted by the General Assembly in the 1997 First Extraordinary Session. This appropriation shall be allotted and administered as set forth herein. Prior to the expenditure of any of the above General Fund appropriation for the purpose of administrative costs, a budget plan shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue and the Interim Joint Committee on Education which identifies the estimated expenditures and purposes for the administrative costs. The budget plan shall include, but is not limited to, expenditures relating to the Kentucky Community and Technical College System board of regents, the office of the president, the chancellors' offices for the University of Kentucky Community College System, and the Technical Institutions' Branch. A report which identifies the actual expenditures and purposes for the administrative costs of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall be reported to the interim joint committees on a timely basis.


Prior to the appointment of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System Board of Regents, any allottment or expenditure of the above appropriation shall be determined by the State Budget Director upon consultation with the co-chairs of the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue and shall be reported to the Committee prior to any expenditure of funds. Effective upon appointment of the Board of Regents, determinations regarding any allottment or expenditure of the above appropriation shall be made by the Board of Regents in an equitable manner considering the needs assessment and proposed budget plan for fiscal year 1997-98 as identified by each individual community college. The criteria for equitable distribution shall be determined by the Board of Regents.

In order to develop the needs assessments and proposed budget plans in a timely manner, the State Budget Director shall, upon passage of this Act, request individual community colleges to submit information regarding their respective needs, priorities, and budget plan for use of the above appropriation. The needs assessments shall be transmitted to the Board of Regents for its funding determinations. 

It is the intent of the General Assembly that a high priority be given to evaluating and improving the salaries of the community college faculty and staff consistent with the needs and priorities identified by individual community colleges and consistent with the 1996-98 budget as enacted by the 1996 General Assembly. The number one budget request priority of the Community College System for the 1996-98 budget process was to correct the historically low salaries of the faculty. The average 1994-95 salary of a community college faculty member was approximately $7,024 less than the midpoint between the average 1994-95 salary of a Kentucky high school teacher and the average salary of a faculty member in Kentucky's other state-supported higher education institutions.

The Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall conduct a needs assessment of the Technical Institutions' Branch for fiscal year 1997-98. In order to develop the needs assessments and proposed budget plans in a timely manner, the State Budget Director shall, upon passage of this Act, request individual technical institutions to submit information regarding their respective needs, priorities, and budget plan for fiscal year 1997-98. The needs assessments shall be transmitted to the Kentucky Community and Technical College Board of Regents for its funding determinations.
Also included in the above General Fund appropriation is $912,000 in support of the University of Kentucky College of Engineering extended campus programs at the Regional Center in Paducah established by the framework as approved by the Council on Higher Education on November 13, 1995. The use of these funds shall be limited to the following technology/telecommunications items including items of "equipment" and "systems" as defined in KRS 45.750 in support of those University of Kentucky College of Engineering extended campus programs:  1) voice and data lines; 2) Private Branch Exchange (PBX) switch system; 3) science and engineering building communications wiring; 4) computers and routers for the engineering programs; and 5) Interactive Television (ITV) equipment for one classroom. The University of Kentucky College of Engineering extended campus programs at the Regional Center in Paducah shall have the same Accrediting Board of Engineering and Technology (ABET) accreditation status as the University of Kentucky main campus College of Engineering programs. The University of Kentucky College of Engineering extended campus programs at the Regional Center in Paducah shall not be separately accredited programs of the University of Kentucky College of Engineering.

Section 2.   1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380, PART X, GENERAL FUND CAPITAL CONSTRUCTION AND TECHNOLOGY TRUST FUND; at pages 1977 to 1980, is amended to read as follows:

PART X

[GENERAL FUND ]CAPITAL CONSTRUCTION AND TECHNOLOGY TRUST FUND PLAN


1.  A[ General Fund] Capital Construction and Technology Trust Fund Plan (the Plan) for fiscal year 1995-96 and fiscal year 1996-97 is enacted. As determined under the provisions of this Act, the Plan authorizes and directs the expenditure of General Fund moneys to capital projects as defined by KRS 45.750 for the fiscal year 1995-96 upon enactment of this Act. The General Fund amount appropriated in fiscal year 1995-96 for capital projects identified in priority rank order in this Part of this Act is $38,260,700. This amount is one-half of the projected General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account for fiscal year 1995-96 not appropriated in either Part I or Part II of this Act. 


2.  The Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet shall determine, within thirty (30) days after the close of fiscal year 1995-96, based on the official financial records of the Commonwealth, the amount of actual General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account that may be available for expenditure pursuant to the Plan in fiscal year 1996-97. 


The Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet is authorized to make available from one-half of the moneys in the General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account the following amounts to the following budget units for all capital projects authorized in this Part of this Act in the priority rank order set forth below upon certification to the Legislative Research Commission that sufficient actual amounts in the General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account for fiscal year 1995-96 have, in fact, been achieved.


Subsequent to June 30, 1996, funds that are certified as being available in the actual General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account are appropriated for expenditure in fiscal year 1996-97 pursuant to the Plan in the priority rank order set forth in this Part. 


3.  Insofar as sufficient General Fund moneys are estimated to be available upon the enactment of this Act, the priority project listing enumerated in this Part is appropriated in fiscal year 1995-96. To the extent that projects are enumerated in the priority ranking and sufficient General Fund moneys are not estimated to be available for expenditure and appropriation in fiscal year 1995-96, the remaining projects in the priority order set forth in this Part are appropriated from the actual General Fund undesignated fund balance of the General Fund Surplus Account effective July 1, 1996, for fiscal year 1996-97. 


4.  In addition to the General Fund amounts enumerated and appropriated in this Part for the nonrecurring capital projects listed, the following appropriations are approved coincident with the General Fund appropriations:  University of Louisville - Health Science Center Research Facility - Restricted Funds - $14,000,000; Eastern Kentucky University - Classroom Building/Wellness Center - Restricted Funds - $750,000; University of Kentucky Community College System - Hazard Community College Classroom and Faculty Offices - Restricted Funds - $2,000,000; Tourism Development Cabinet - Department of Parks - Pine Mountain Development Lake Area - Other Funds - $1,500,000; and Tourism Development Cabinet - Department of Parks - General Butler New Conference Center - Other Funds - $50,000.


5.  To the extent that sufficient amounts in the General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account are not realized at June 30, 1996, for appropriation in fiscal year 1996-97, additional projects are not certified for expenditure in fiscal year 1996-97. Only those projects whose total project cost is provided in either fiscal year 1995-96 or fiscal year 1996-97 from the fund sources enumerated above may proceed. 


6.  Bond funds for nonrecurring capital projects are authorized[funded] for the budget units of the Executive Branch pursuant to the provisions of the Plan in the following priority order:

The above Bond Funds and the associated General Fund debt service appropriations are substituted for the cash appropriations from the General Fund provided in subsections 1, 2, 3, and 12 of this section. The State Property and Buildings Commission shall issue the bonds. Moneys made available from the substitution of funding sources for the above projects shall be credited by the Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet to the General Fund Surplus Account.


7.  An amount identical to that appropriated for capital projects in both fiscal year 1995-96 and fiscal year 1996-97 as enumerated and appropriated above shall be appropriated to a Technology Trust Fund subject to the same certification of projected General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account moneys in fiscal year 1995-96 and actual General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account at June 30, 1996, required by this Act. The General Fund amount appropriated in fiscal year 1995-96 for the Technology Trust Fund created and enacted in this Act is $38,260,700. This amount is one-half of the projected General Fund undesignated fund balance for the General Fund Surplus Account for fiscal year 1995-96 not appropriated in either Part I or Part II of this Act. 


8.  The General Assembly has determined that the following provisions shall apply to all General Fund appropriations in this Act to the Technology Trust Fund.


a.  The provisions of KRS 45.750 to 45.800; KRS 48.010(7); (9), (13)(c), (14)(a), 14(d), and 14(e); KRS 48.110(6); and KRS 48.190 notwithstanding, the Secretary of the Governor's Executive Cabinet is authorized to identify and select individual projects, initiatives, and systems necessary to improve service delivery at reduced costs through the use of technology. These provisions and this General Assembly determination to temporarily suspend or supersede any statute to the contrary are authorized in order to accomplish the public purpose of improving public service delivery at less public cost. 


b.  The provisions of KRS 45.750 to 45.800; KRS 48.010(7), (9), (13)(c), (14)(a), 14(d), 14(e); KRS 48.110(6); and KRS 48.190 notwithstanding, in selecting projects eligible for expenditure from the appropriations provided, the Secretary shall rely upon the following standards and guidelines: 1) the foremost criteria for individual project or process selection shall be demonstrable cost savings on a recurring basis through the employment of technology and training which would improve service delivery; 2) appropriations made to the Technology Trust Fund can be applied and directed to both the operating and capital budget of affected agencies; 3) the decision-making and priority setting responsibilities for allocating these funds are vested in the Secretary of the Governor’s Executive Cabinet, upon advice and consultation from the Redesign Steering Committee comprised of both Executive Branch and General Assembly members, and upon official authorization of the Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet; 4) eligible projects, initiatives, and systems that receive Technology Trust Fund support may be selected from agency budget requests or the budget document and supportive workpapers developed in support of this Act. However, projects, initiatives, and systems so selected are not exclusively confined to the lists, requests, and plans just enumerated and may be developed by the Redesign Steering Committee cited above; 5) quarterly reports will be required to be made to the Legislative Research Commission and its committees to ensure proper oversight and accountability; 6) each individual system or initiative developed and supported from appropriations made available through the Technology Trust Fund established in this Act shall employ technology that is compatible with the information systems technology used by the General Assembly and Legislative Research Commission.


9.  Appropriations allotted from the Technology Trust Fund for each project, initiative, or system, as well as all other associated resources made available from regular appropriations for the same purpose from a budget unit shall be transferred and credited to, and accounted for and expended from a discrete account established for the individual project, initiative, or system item in the Operating Budget and the Capital Budget. 


10.  In addition to the General Fund appropriations in this Part for the Technology Trust Fund, Restricted Funds, Federal Funds, the Road Fund, private funds, and any matching fund appropriations required are appropriated in support of the projects and priorities identified by the Redesign Steering Committee. However, KRS 45.760(14), 45.770, 45.780, and 45.800 notwithstanding, no funds from the emergency repair, maintenance and replacement account or the capital construction and equipment purchase contingency account shall be used for Technology Trust Fund projects, systems, or initiatives.


11.  Figures for amounts in all determinations, authorizations, and appropriations under the Plan shall be rounded to the lower hundredth dollar.


12.  Notwithstanding KRS 45.229, appropriations from the General Fund for the projects, systems, and initiatives identified and authorized as part of the Plan shall be continued appropriations and not lapse to the General Fund. Appropriations made to components of the Plan in fiscal year 1995-96 shall be continued in fiscal year 1996-97. Appropriations made to components of the Plan in fiscal year 1996-97 shall continue in fiscal year 1997-98.


13.  Nothing in this Part shall be construed as modifying, suspending, or superseding the Model Procurement Code as set forth in KRS Chapter 45A.


14.  Nothing in this Part shall be construed as modifying, suspending, or superseding the provisions of KRS Chapter 18A of the merit system.

Section 3.   1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380, at page 1981, is amended to read as follows:

For fiscal year 1997-98 there is appropriated an additional $4 million from the General Fund to the Department of Juvenile Justice created by the 1996 Regular Session of the General Assembly in 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 358 (House Bill 117) codified as KRS 15A.065 and as constituted by Executive Order 96-1576. These additional appropriations are for the purposes of complying with the Consent Decree executed by the Commonwealth with the U.S. Department of Justice pertaining to juvenile justice administration, care, services, and public protection, and to provide juvenile delinquency preventive programs, including community-based grants, as may be required to fulfill the responsibilities of the Department of Juvenile Justice set out in 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 358 (House Bill 117) of the 1996 Regular Session of the General Assembly. These funds are in addition to funds appropriated by the 1996 General Assembly in 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380 (House Bill 379) for juvenile justice purposes to the Cabinet for Human Resources, Department for Social Services, or to the Cabinet for Families and Children; to the Corrections Management budget unit in the Department of Corrections; and to the Justice Administration budget unit in the Justice Cabinet.


The requirement that the Department of Juvenile Justice shall pay for the confinement of persons pursuant to KRS 635.060(4) and (5) shall not apply to juveniles confined on or before June 30, 1998.

Section 4.   1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380, at pages 1912 and 1913 is amended to read as follows:

Included in the above General Fund Appropriation is $2,000,000 in fiscal year 1997-98 to the adult education and literacy initiative fund. The purpose of the adult education and literacy initiative fund shall be to provide incentive grants to qualified providers to develop innovative approaches to address problems of adult education and literacy in Kentucky, to develop cost-effective delivery systems for adult education and literacy, and to research the effectiveness of different models for providing adult education and literacy programming. Criteria for the incentive grants and the process by which they are awarded shall be developed by the Department for Adult Education and Literacy with the advice of the State Advisory Council for Adult Education and Literacy. The State Board for Adult and Technical Education shall approve the grants to be funded based on the recommendations of the Department for Adult Education and Literacy.

Section 5.   It is the intent of the General Assembly that until the employment of the first President of the Council on Postsecondary Education as established under enabling legislation as enacted by the General Assembly in the 1997 First Extraordinary Session all appropriations for fiscal year 1997-98 related to the postsecondary education system as established pursuant to this Act shall be administered by the State Budget Director of the Governor's Office for Policy and Management for the purposes of providing policy direction and implementing the provisions of this Act and enabling legislation as enacted by the General Assembly in the 1997 First Extraordinary Session. All such policy direction and all decisions related to the execution of the appropriations for fiscal year 1997-98 referred to in this Act shall be communicated to the Legislative Research Commission and the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue. Moreover, it is the intent of the General Assembly that the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to the system of postsecondary education to the contrary notwithstanding, all personnel and resources within the postsecondary education system identified by the State Budget Director as being necessary to assist in carrying out the provisions of this Act and enabling legislation as enacted by the General Assembly in the 1997 First Extraordinary Session shall be made available to the State Budget Director of the Governor's Office for Policy and Management. The purpose of this provision is to provide policy transition for implementing the postsecondary education system. This authority shall continue only until such time as the first President is employed by the Council on Postsecondary Education.

Section 6.   For purposes of conforming the names of entities throughout 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380 (House Bill 379), the 1996-98 State/Executive Branch Budget, references made to the Council on Higher Education for fiscal year 1997-98 purposes shall be deemed to be to the Council on Postsecondary Education unless the context requires otherwise.

Section 7.   For purposes of conforming the funding source references throughout 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 380 (House Bill 379), the 1996-98 State/Executive Branch Budget, any reference to itemized capital projects enumerated in Part X, Section 6, for which the funding source is the General Fund Surplus Account shall be deemed to be financed by Bond Funds.

Section 8.   The provisions of this Act shall prevail over any conflicting provision of 1996 Kentucky Acts Chapter 382, (House Joint Resolution 50) the 1996-98 State/Executive Budget Memorandum.

Section 9.   Whereas it is critical to provide fiscal resources for postsecondary education by July 1, 1997, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
