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A RESOLUTION congratulating Kentucky and Kentucky's public education system for its selection as a winner of the Innovations in American Government Award.

WHEREAS, Kentucky's public education system has been named a $100,000 winner of the Innovations in American Government Award, sponsored by the Ford Foundation and administered by Harvard University's Kennedy School of Government; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's entry, "Recreating Public Education for Results", was one of only ten winners chosen from more than 1,500 entries representing federal, state, and local government programs; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's award-winning education system was chosen for its originality of approach and effectiveness in addressing an important public problem; and

WHEREAS, this award would not have been possible without the hard work and dedication of teachers, parents, administrators, students, business and industry, and advocates;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
