WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers was the adored daughter of F.E. "Dutch" Lackey and the late Bonnie Bessire Lackey; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers was the devoted wife of Roger Lackey; she was the loving mother of two daughters, Bonnie Jeffers Stokes and Sherrill Jeffers Isenhower, and one son, Daniel Jeffers, who preceded her in death; and she was the proud grandmother of four grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers was the loving sister of Michael Lackey and Sue Turner; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers was an integral member of the Christian County community where she was elected Mayor of Hopkinsville in 1982, and during her tenure, she introduced the "Herby Curby" trash collection system; she employed a Financial Director for the City of Hopkinsville; and she helped to create "Pride, Incorporated," a program whose efforts make Hopkinsville a clean place to live; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers served as Vice President of WHOP where she worked alongside her husband, who is President and General Manager; she served as Fiscal Court Magistrate; she was a member of the Kentucky Personnel Board; she was a member of the Kentucky Education Foundation; she was a member of the Prichard Committee for Academic Excellence; she was a member of the Kentucky Municipal League; she was a member of the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council; she served on the Jennie Stuart Medical Center Board of Directors; she was past chairman of the city sewer and water commission during her term as Mayor; she served on the Housing Authority Board; and she was past chairman of the Christian County Industrial Development Authority; and

WHEREAS, Sherry Lackey Jeffers was Chairman of the Leadership Hopkinsville/Christian County Board of Directors; she served as treasurer of the Chamber of Commerce; she served on the "Heart of Hopkinsville" Board of Directors; she was chairman of the Saint Luke's Free Clinic Board of Directors; she served on the Pride, Incorporated Board of Directors; and she was a member of Town and County Homemakers; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sherry Lackey Jeffers has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
