PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The proposed constitutional amendment allows individuals that are classified as totally disabled by a retirement system either within or without the State of Kentucky to be eligible for the homestead exemption. 

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


Currently, under Section 170 of the Constitution of Kentucky, the homestead exemption is available for property maintained as the permanent residence of the owner if they are 65 years or older or are classified as totally disabled by a federal program or by the railroad retirement system. The proposed legislation, if passed by the General Assembly and ratified by the voters, would allow individuals who are classified as totally disabled by a retirement system either within or without the State of Kentucky to be entitled to the homestead exemption. This will slightly increase the number of individuals which would be eligible for the homestead exemption, which is set at $24,400 for taxable years 1997 and 1998. However, the granting of a homestead exemption does not decrease tax revenue and the revocation of a homestead exemption does not increase tax revenue. It merely changes the assessment base upon which the tax rates are calculated. Depending upon how much increase or decrease in the amount of the total homestead exemption there may be a slight shifting of the tax burden.
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
