"Logo sign" means a sign that consists of a business identification symbol, name, brand, trademark, or combination thereof that may be attached to specific service signs, pursuant to the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) and administrative regulations promulgated pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A;
(9)
"Partially controlled access highway" means a highway that gives preference to through traffic, that has access only at selected public roads or streets, and that may have a limited number of highway at-grade intersections and private driveway connections;

"Specific service sign" means an official sign erected on the rights-of-way of fully or partially controlled access highways or roads as defined in KRS 177.010, that shall include, but not be limited to, the display of the words "Gas", "Food", "Lodging", "Attractions", or "Camping" or any combination thereof, and that shall have space for one (1) or more logo signs that may be attached to the official sign.";

Permission to locate post-interchange guide signs at a distance not to exceed thirty-five (35) miles from a fully controlled access highway exit to a tourist area or attraction or an historical site where locations are available;
(2)
Permission to locate post-interchange guide signs in cities that shall list a maximum of three (3) tourist areas, attractions, or historical sites and to specify the exit numbers from the fully controlled access highway to the destinations; and

Permission to erect post-interchange guide signs at any fully controlled access highway interchange to any state or county road or to erect post-interchange guide signs at any interchange between a limited access highway, fully controlled access highway, or parkway.
Section 5.   KRS 177.0736 is amended to read as follows:

The commissioner of the Department of Highways shall promulgate administrative regulations, pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A, to provide for the erection of specific service signs on fully controlled access highways or at interchanges on partially controlled access highways. The administrative regulations shall conform to the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), and shall include, but not be limited to, criteria for the following:

Distances to eligible businesses;

(2)
Selection of eligible businesses;

(3)
Acceptance of logo signs that conform to the MUTCD;

(4)
Removing or covering logo signs during off seasons for eligible businesses operated on a seasonal basis;

(5)
Defining the circumstances in which specific service signs are erected; and

(6)
Determining the costs to eligible businesses for initial installation, annual maintenance, and removal of logo signs.".
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
