MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 92/GA requires Local School districts to include in the calculation of their average daily attendance (ADA), for the purpose of receiving SEEK Funds, up to 10 days for each student who has been suspended during the school year.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 92/GA amends KRS 157.320 to redefine average daily attendance (ADA) to include up to 10 days for each student who has been suspended during the school year.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual impact of HB 92/GA is indeterminable due to the uncertainty of the number of students who would be suspended during a school year, and the number of days any particular student would be suspended.

However the following calculation represents the amount of SEEK funds a local school district receives per day per student from the Base SEEK funding calculation for the current fiscal year (FY 1997-98):

Annual Base SEEK Funding per pupil
$2,756

# of Instructional Days in School Year
     175

Daily Base SEEK Funding per pupil
$ 15.75  ($2,756/175)

Therefore, for every student who is suspended for the full ten-day period, the local school district would receive an additional $157.50.

This calculation does not include the SEEK add-ons, such as, at-risk, home and hospital, and exceptional children, which are added to the Base SEEK calculation.
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
