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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Clifford H. Turner.

WHEREAS, Clifford H. Turner, president of Land Development Services, Inc., has played an invaluable role for the Louisville community in his commitment to pioneering one of the first affordable high-tech multifamily housing developments in the United States; and

WHEREAS, Clifford H. Turner is the first African-American to receive nonprofit tax credits from the State of Kentucky through the Kentucky Housing Corporation, and he also holds the distinction of having been granted the largest loan ever awarded to an African-American developer from the Kentucky Housing Corporation; and

WHEREAS, Clifford H. Turner's extraordinary vision and driving force allowed him to convert the Shawnee Elementary School into 43 apartment units, completing Phase I nine years ago, and the project is ranked as one of the top ten in the country of HUD-insured multifamily housing developments; and

WHEREAS, Shawnee Garden Apartments Phase II of this project will convert the old parking lot for the school into 28 units; Phase II will employ over 100 people from the Louisville community to aid in both the construction and professional services areas, which explicitly justifies the financial benefits of six lending institutions; and

WHEREAS, the Shawnee Garden Apartments Phase II Groundbreaking Ceremony will be held on Saturday, February 28, 1998, at the Shawnee Gardens Apartment Complex, 225 South Forty-second Street in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Clifford H. Turner's endless efforts and tireless commitment to his community and to these projects have demonstrated his unwavering determination and perseverance during the most difficult of situations by never accepting rejection; his friends and peers seem to ask, "Clifford, what part of no do you not understand?";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body is proud to recognize Clifford H. Turner for his immeasurable contributions to the Louisville community while always exemplifying dedication, professionalism, and high standards that many seek but few accomplish. We wish to Clifford H. Turner success in all future endeavors.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Clifford H. Turner.
