A RESOLUTION honoring the staff and leadership of the Legislative Research Commission's Office for Computing and Information Technology.

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has moved in one Legislative Session from the era of reams of paper and voluminous bill books to the era of electronic data and sophisticated computer technology; and

WHEREAS, this transition is the result of the vision provided by the Director of the Legislative Research Commission, Don Cetrulo. The Director's vision joined the old familiar feel of the bill book with a state-of-the-art computer communication system; and

WHEREAS, Director Cetrulo worked extremely effectively with the members of the General Assembly to shepherd the computerization of the legislative chambers; and

WHEREAS, this complex transition was very challenging, and technology has evolved to such a point that only a concerted team effort made this conversion a success. Many LRC professionals participated in this transition, including the Business Office that purchased the equipment for the lowest price possible, the staff who labored long hours to wire both chambers, and finally, the staff who worked tirelessly to input the data that are the heart and soul of the system; and

WHEREAS, the pivotal group in the creation of this state-of-the-art electronic data system is the staff of the Office for Computing and Information Technology who have overcome tremendous obstacles to create and support this electronic system; and

WHEREAS, the staff searched for the optimum combination of machine speed, inter-operability, user friendliness, and cost. This group of technical professionals re-wrote and, in many cases, created innovative technical solutions and other software; and

WHEREAS, the electronic data system has been created, installed, and maintained by the LRC staff, primarily the Office for Computing and Information Technology. This effort saved the taxpayers of the Commonwealth an enormous amount of money and further ensured the capacity for growth and upgrade, assuring that the system will serve the General Assembly well into the next century; and

WHEREAS, the electronic data system installed in the Kentucky General Assembly is the finest system of its type in the nation, so much so that other states and private software companies are seeking to model their programs after Kentucky's system; and

WHEREAS, members of the House of Representatives have benefited from this tremendous team effort since the first day of this Session;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives applauds the staff and leadership of the Office for Computing and Information Technology for their outstanding efforts to create the electronic bill book system;

Section 2.   The House of Representatives commends and honors Don Cetrulo, Director of the Legislative Research Commission, for his vision and leadership in guiding this innovative project through to a successful conclusion.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the LRC Office for Computing and Information Technology.
