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A RESOLUTION memorializing the twenty-fifth anniversary of the Roe v. Wade Supreme Court decision that legalized abortion.

WHEREAS, twenty-five years ago the U.S. Supreme Court overturned all state laws on abortion, thus legalizing the destruction of innocent children in their mother's wombs; and

WHEREAS, since that tragic day nearly thirty-seven million unborn children have lost their lives by abortion; and

WHEREAS, countless numbers of women have been victimized both physically and emotionally by abortion; and

WHEREAS, men have had their roles as fathers and husbands adversely affected as well; and

WHEREAS, adoption is available as a loving alternative to unplanned pregnancy; and

WHEREAS, there are over two million qualified couples who are waiting to adopt; adoption should be more accessible to qualified husbands and wives;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate reaffirms its commitment of respect for the dignity and sanctity of human life.

Section 2.   The Senate recognizes that children, whether born or unborn, are the greatest natural resource in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 3.   This honorable body pledges to speak for, and uphold the rights of, members of our Commonwealth who cannot speak for themselves.

Section 4.   This honorable body further pledges this day to work to overturn this decision and to pass legislation to protect all vulnerable members of our society from conception until natural death.

Section 5.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in remembrance of the countless number of Kentuckians who have been affected by the abominable Supreme Court decision of Roe v. Wade.
