MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 113 requires all children between ages 6 and 18 to attend school until age 18, provide exceptions; requires any student subject to compulsory attendance and moves to another school district to enroll in the district; and requires the Act to become effective July 1, 1999.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 113 amends KRS 159.010, except as provided in KRS 159.030 and in cases where hardship exemptions are granted pursuant to administrative regulations promulgated by the Kentucky Board of Education, to attend school until the age 18; amends KRS 159.020 to require any student between the ages 6 and 18 who moves to another school district to enroll in the district; and requires the Act to become effective July 1, 1999.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 113 is indeterminable, but the cost would be significant.  The actual cost would depend on the number of students who would currently drop out of school at the age of 16 and not return to school, and those who would be required to stay in school until the age of 18, or be granted a hardship exemption, or satisfies the requirements of KRS 159.030.

The following is an estimate of the fiscal impact assuming 50% of the current number of students who drop out of school would not return to school on their own initiative.  Currently, approximately 10,400 students in grades 9 through 12 drop out of school.  Assuming 50% of these students would not ultimately return to school on their own initiative, the fiscal impact for FY 1999-2000 would be $15,204,800.  This cost is calculated by multiplying the per pupil base guarantee amount currently estimated to be provided from the Support Education Excellence in Kentucky (SEEK) Program for FY 1999-2000 ($2,924 per pupil) by the number of students (5,200).

($2,924 x 5,200 = $15,204,800)

In the event none of the children would return to school on their own initiative or qualify for an exemption as provided by the Act, and all would be under the age 18, the fiscal impact would be $30,409,600.

The above cost estimates do not assume any additional support provided to school districts for at-risk students, etc.  In the event no additional funds are provided for the increased fiscal impact, as identified, available funding support for the SEEK Program would be recalculated and distributed accordingly
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
