PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill's only mandated impact on local governments is found in Section 4.  This section requires the Public Service Commission (PSC) to develop a standard application for the approval process for cellular telecommunications towers.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.  Currently, one county, Jefferson County, has an application and review process in place.  Currently, the PSC governs the placement of cellular telecommunications towers outside Jefferson County.  This bill will exempt Jefferson County from its provisions.  Any other county that has a review or proposal system for cellular towers will have to replace that system.  However, there are probably very few local planning units.  Those units that have adopted any procedures concerning cellular telecommunications towers will have to repeal or amend those procedures.  This will represent an expense in personnel time and resources.  It is uncertain how many, if any, local planning units will be affected by this bill, nor is it possible to place a cost on any changes that this bill will require.
