MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Amend KRS 216B to require, as a condition of licensure, that all renal dialysis facilities install and maintain emergency back-up generators.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Create a new section of KRS Chapter 216B to require that all renal dialysis facilities and health care facilities licensed under KRS Chapter 216B install, maintain and conduct periodic tests of backup generators to provide a continuous source for energy for the provision of renal dialysis services, and allow facilities seeking license renewal to the year 2000 to come into compliance while requiring any new licensee to comply by July 1, 1998. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  According to the Cabinet for Health Services, the fiscal impact of this legislation is indeterminable - minor because it is not known how much of the cost of purchasing emergency generators would be passed-through to the Department for Medicaid Services (DMS).  For renal dialysis services, DMS pays the Medicare rate which is set on an annual basis.  Hospital-based renal dialysis facilities already have emergency generators.  Currently, there are 45 renal dialysis facilities in Kentucky.  Because hospital-based facilities already have emergency generators for renal dialysis, and it is not known how much, or if, the cost of additional generators would be passed-through to DMS, the fiscal impact estimate of this legislation is indeterminable - minor.
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
