On page 3, line 5, at the beginning of the line, to insert the following:

"misdemeanor and confined in the county jail, home incarceration, half way house, or faith based alcohol or drug, or both, treatment program on weekends and at times when the defendant is not at verified work or bona fide academic or vocational education, attending a court approved alcohol or drug, or both, treatment program, or attending scheduled weekly religious services for a period of two (2) years and shall be confined in the county jail, home incarceration, half way house, or faith based alcohol or drug, or both, treatment,  program for an additional one (1) year on weekends, subject to verified work or education, attending a court approved alcohol or drug, or both, treatment program, or attending scheduled weekly religious services.  If the court is of the opinion that the sentence would unduly depreciate the seriousness of the offense, the court may order a portion of the sentence served as jail time without work release.  If a defendant who is granted work release pursuant to this section violates the provisions of work or other release the court may order the defendant incarcerated for the remainder of his or her sentence.  When a defendant is granted work release pursuant to this section, any portion of a day spent in jail, home incarceration, half way house, or faith based alcohol or drug, or both, treatment program shall count as a twenty-four (24) hour day spent in jail for purposes of service of sentence and, if incarcerated in jail, for accounting purposes of the jail" and
