PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill amends KRS 438.250 to make blood testing mandatory for public servants and crime victims, when they are exposed to the blood or body fluids of a criminal defendant, inmate, parolee, or probationer.  The bill creates a new section of KRS 16 to require state police to sell confiscated firearms and use proceeds to purchase body armor for local police departments.  It creates a new section of KRS Chapter 197 to remove certain exercise equipment from jails and prisons that is utilized to increase the strength of prisoners.

The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  Funds could possibly be generated by the sale of weight lifting and weight training equipment.  The sale of confiscated weapons will bring in revenue which will be given to local police departments for allocated purposes.
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
