MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Agricultural or horticultural property with unmined minerals underneath the surface and whose owners have not severed their rights to the minerals, will be assessed at the agricultural value, if the value of the unmined minerals does not exceed the agricultural or horticultural value. The unmined minerals will not be assessed as a distinct interest from the surface real estate. If the unmined minerals' value exceeds the agricultural or horticultural value, the property will be assessed at fair cash value.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 132 to provide that unmined minerals will not be assessed as a separate and distinct interest in real property if the minerals are beneath real estate classified as agricultural or horticultural, if the surface and mineral or other energy resource are owned by the same taxpayer, and if the mineral or other energy resources are not being extracted. The measure also amends KRS 132.010 to change the definition of agricultural land to include land where the value of the unmined minerals does not exceed the agricultural value and changes the definition of agricultural or horticultural land to exclude the value of unmined minerals, if the value of the agricultural or horticultural land does not exceed the value of the unmined minerals. The measure also amends KRS 132.820 to conform.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  In cases where the agricultural or horticultural value exceeds the value of the unmined minerals, the property would be assessed based on agricultural or horticultural value. There would be no tax paid on the unmined minerals.  However the compensating rate would adjust for the loss value of any unmined minierals not assessed so there would not be a fiscal impact but rather a shift in tax to other property holders.
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
