AN ACT relating to construction within floodplains.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 104 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Neither a county containing a city of the first class nor a city within that county shall issue a permit for the construction of a building, except for those listed in subsection (2) of this section, in any floodplain within the county for a period of two (2) years starting on the effective date of this Act. A building may be completed if a permit for construction has been issued before the effective date of this Act.
(2)
A permit may be issued by a county containing a city of the first class or a city within that county to construct any of the following in a floodplain area:

(a)
Facilities to be constructed by a public agency or public utility that provides a public service;

(b)
Extensions to be added to a private residence for residential purposes;

(c)
Garages to be added to an existing private residence if designed to house three (3) or fewer vehicles; and

(d)
Buildings to be located on properties with boundaries contiguous to the river in the floodplain area as well as buildings to be located on properties contiguous to those properties.
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
