PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 594/GA amends KRS 116.155 to include gender, race or ethnic group, and political affiliation to the voter registration form; amend KRS 116.048 to comply with requirements of KRS 116.155 relating to information which must be included on the form; amend KRS 117.025 to require precinct lists to include information found on the voter registration form; amend KRS 186.412 to require that an applicant's race or ethnic group be included on the drivers license application. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The State Board of Elections, which is responsible for printing the voter registration form, indicates that there are some changes that would be required to produce the new form.  The expenses related to the changes include computer programming and reprinting for voter registration forms, candidate re-order forms, and both the precinct and alphabetical rosters.  The State Board of Elections estimates the cost to be approximately $100,000.
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
