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AN ACT relating to farm safety.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 247 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In order to educate the citizens of the Commonwealth on the significance and importance of farm safety, the department shall assist counties in implementing farm safety programs by making grants when funds are available to eligible county organizations to assist the organizations in promoting their farm safety programs.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 247 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For a county organization to be eligible for funding, the following requirements shall be met:

(a)
The organization shall be incorporated as nonprofit under KRS Chapter 273; and
(b)
The organization shall submit a business plan to the department detailing how the corporation will operate and how it intends to incorporate a farm safety plan in its overall farm safety program.

(2)
If the county organization's business plan is approved by the department, and if funding is available, the department shall distribute a grant of one thousand dollars ($1,000) to the organization.

(3)
The county organization shall make an annual written report to the department regarding the activities of the organization's farm safety program and the disposition of the grant money.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 247 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The commissioner may promulgate administrative regulations to carry out the provisions of Sections 1 to 3 of this Act.
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
