MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Require, in KRS 200.505, that the Departments for Juvenile Justice and Social Insurance Commissioners serve on State Interagency Council for services to children, and increase State Council duties to include promotion of prevention services.  In KRS 200.509, require that local Department for Juvenile Justice, Public Health and Social Insurance representatives serve on regional interagency councils for services to children.  Clarify that early intervention services for infants and toddlers with disabilities and their families is contingent upon federal and state funding amounts.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amend 200.505 to require the Commissioners of the Department. for Juvenile Justice, Public Health and Social Insurance serve on State Interagency Council for services to children, add to duties of state council to promote prevention services; amend KRS 200.509 to require local representatives of Departments for Juvenile Justice, Public Health and Social Insurance serve on regional interagency councils for services to children; amend KRS 200.672, relating to early intervention services for infants and toddlers with disabilities and their families, to clarify that services and assurances are contingent upon federal and state funding amounts.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinets for Health Services and Families and Children and Justice Cabinet, this legislation contains a minimal fiscal impact which can be absorbed within existing staff and budget resources as long as the main administrative workload of the state interagency council remains with the Department for Mental Health/Mental Retardation.
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
