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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  To place the eight federal criteria in the definition of abstinence education in state law, include crisis pregnancy prevention centers as a major part in Kentucky's effort to promote abstinence, and develop program initiatives that addresses all of the criteria defining abstinence education.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Enact a concurrent resolution to include crisis pregnancy prevention centers as a major part of Kentucky's effort to promote abstinence by enacting a listing of the eight federal criteria in the definition of abstinence which includes teaching that: a) social, psychological, and health gains are to be realized by abstaining from sexual activity; b) abstinence is the expected behavior of school age children; c) abstinence is the only certain way to avoid sexually transmitted disease, , out-of-wedlock pregnancy, and other associated health problems; d) a mutually faithful monogamous relationship in the context of marriage is the expected standard of human sexual activity; e) sexual activity outside of marriage is likely to have harmful effects; f) bearing children out-of-wedlock is likely to have harmful consequences; g) alcohol and drug use increases vulnerability to sexual advances; and, h) attaining self-sufficiency is important before engaging in sexual activity.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for Health Services (CHS), this legislation would have no fiscal impact on CHS.
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
