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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Licensing and Occupations to conduct a study of dentistry in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the practice of dentistry is an important occupation, dedicated to the continuing health and welfare of the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Board of Dentistry regulates several important professions within the practice of dentistry, including dentists, dental hygienists, dental laboratories, and dental laboratory technicians; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Board of Dentistry regulates several important specialties of dentistry, including oral surgery, orthodontia, pedodontia, periodontia, prosthodontia, oral pathology, and public health; and

WHEREAS, the practice of denturity has long been an active occupation in many states throughout the United States, but heretofore not recognized by the Kentucky Board of Dentistry in the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Licensing and Occupations is directed to conduct a study of dentistry and issues related to denturity and the need for regulation of denturists by the Kentucky Board of Dentistry.

Section 2.   A final report shall be submitted by the Interim Joint Committee on Licensing and Occupations not later than November 1, 1999, which shall include recommendations to the 2000 General Assembly.

Section 3.   Staff services to be utilized in completing this study are estimated to cost $15,000. These staff services shall be provided from the regular Commission budget and are subject to the limitations and other research responsibilities of the Commission.
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
