PURPOSE/MECHANICS


BR 213 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 186, allowing Kentucky motorists to apply for a new child-care trust fund license plate.  County clerks would be required to administer issuance of the new plates and forward money to the State Treasurer as well as the Transportation Cabinet.  County clerks would receive a $3 fee for their service.  Under provisions of the measure, 900 applications would be required for the Transportation Cabinet to begin preparing the new plates.  Of the $63 charged for the plate initially, $50 would go to the Transportation Cabinet and $10 would go to the State Treasurer, earmarked for a child-care trust fund for the purpose of funding child-care services.  In subsequent years, $2 of the $17 registration fee would go into the fund.

The fiscal impact of this legislation is indeterminable.  Kathy Campbell, LRC staff, said at least 900 applications would be needed for the plate at the outset to make it revenue neutral, or cost-effective for the Transportation Cabinet to prepare to issue the plate.  She said the fees received by county clerks should offset the expense of preparing, storing and issuing the new plates.


Mike Libs, Daviess county clerk, said the addition of special license plates or parking decals creates storage and space problems for clerk's offices.  Also, special license plates and parking decals often carry varying fee amounts, Libs said, thus making it difficult for employees to keep track.  Although clerk's offices receive fees for issuing special plates or decals, the proliferation of these various duties becomes a workload problem, according to Libs.
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
