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AN ACT creating a child-care trust fund and providing funding therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The owner of a motor vehicle required to be registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a) may, in addition to registration under KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a), apply for a child-care trust fund license plate. The owner shall apply for a child-care trust fund license plate to the county clerk in the county where he lives on a form prescribed by the Transportation Cabinet. The initial application shall include a payment of sixty-three dollars ($63) under subsection (3) of this section. Child-care trust fund license plates issued under this section shall expire annually during the birth month of the owner.

(2)
The Transportation Cabinet shall begin printing child-care trust fund license plates upon receiving nine hundred (900) applications. Each plate shall include:

(a)
An outline of the state of Kentucky centered in the middle of the plate with a drawing of two (2) children holding hands with their arms raised centered within the state outline. The outline shall be dark green, the state shall be shaded light blue, and the children shall be red in color;

(b)
The numeric coding shall vertically border each side of the state outline with three (3) alphabetic letters placed vertically down the left-hand side of the plate next to Western Kentucky and three (3) numerals placed vertically down the right-hand side of the plate next to Eastern Kentucky. The letters and numerals shall be dark blue in color;

(c)
The word "Children" centered across the top of the plate above the state outline. The word "Children" shall be red in color;

(d)
The words "Our Common-Wealth" centered below the children but above the bottom of the state outline. The words "Our Common-Wealth" shall be red in color;

(e)
The name "Kentucky" centered at the bottom of the plate under the words "Our Common-Wealth". The name "Kentucky" shall be red in color;

(f)
The annual registration decal located in the upper right-hand corner of the plate; and

(g)
A dark blue stripe bordering the entire plate. The background color of the plate shall be white.


A child-care trust fund license plate application may be combined with a request that the plate be a personalized license plate.
(3)
The initial fee for a child-care trust fund license plate shall be sixty-three dollars ($63), of which three dollars ($3) shall constitute the county clerk's fee, fifty dollars ($50) shall constitute the state's fee, and ten dollars ($10) shall be remitted by the county clerk to the State Treasurer to be deposited into the child-care trust fund established under Section 2 of this Act. The county clerk shall remit monthly the money collected pursuant to this subsection for the child-care trust fund to the State Treasurer and the state fee money to the Transportation Cabinet. The Transportation Cabinet shall place all funds received under this subsection into a special trust and agency account dedicated to offsetting the cabinet's costs associated with computer programming of special license plates. If the cabinet has not received nine hundred (900) applications accompanied by the fifty dollar ($50) state fee within one (1) year, the cabinet shall immediately refund all money received for the child-care trust fund plate to the appropriate applicants. The ten dollars ($10) remitted to the child-care trust fund shall not be refunded, regardless of whether the fifty dollar ($50) state fee is refunded due to a lack of applications.

(4)
The annual registration renewal fee shall be seventeen dollars ($17), of which three dollars ($3) shall constitute the county clerk's fee, twelve dollars ($12) shall constitute the state's fee, and two dollars ($2) shall be remitted monthly by the county clerk to the State Treasurer to be deposited into the child-care trust fund established under Section 2 of this Act.

(5)
Upon the sale, transfer, or termination of lease of a vehicle licensed under this section, the owner or lessee shall remove the child-care trust fund license plate and return it and the certificate of registration to the county clerk. The county clerk shall then issue a regular license plate and certificate of registration upon payment of a twelve dollar ($12) fee to the Transportation Cabinet and a three dollar ($3) county clerk's fee. The county clerk shall reissue the child-care trust fund license plate for use on any other vehicle of the same classification and category owned by the same person who purchased the plate during the current licensing period upon payment of a one dollar ($1) fee. If the clerk reissues a child-care trust fund license plate under this subsection, the regular license plate it replaces shall be returned to the county clerk, who shall forward the plate to Frankfort.

(6)
If a child-care trust fund license plate deteriorates and if the owner has not transferred the vehicle during the current licensing period, the owner may obtain a new child-care trust fund license plate free of charge.

(7)
A person seeking a child-care trust fund license plate for a vehicle provided pursuant to an occupation shall conform to the requirements of KRS 186.050(14).

(8)
The secretary of the Transportation Cabinet may promulgate administrative regulations pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A to administer the provisions of this section.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 199 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The "Child-Care Trust Fund" is hereby created as a special fund in the State Treasury for the purpose of providing funding for payment of child-care services. The fund may receive state appropriations, contributions, gifts, grants, moneys from the sale of special license plates, and moneys from income tax refund check-off, and shall include earnings from investments in the fund. Any fund balance at the close of the fiscal year shall not lapse but shall be carried forward to the next fiscal year, and moneys in this fund shall be made available only for the purposes specified in this section.

(2)
The Child-Care Policy Council shall establish guidelines for the Cabinet for Families and Children for the expenditure of the moneys in the fund for the payment of child care services. No more than fifty percent (50%) of the fund balance shall be authorized to be expended in any fiscal year to provide payment of child care services.

Section 3.   This Act may be cited as the Metcalf-Mason Child-Care Act.
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
