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AN ACT relating to legislative compensation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 6.190 is amended to read as follows:

Beginning with the terms of office of members next elected to a full term of office after sine die adjournment of the 1998 Regular Session of the General Assembly[as of January 1, 1984], the members of the General Assembly, other than the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the President of the Senate, the Speaker Pro Tempore of the House of Representatives, President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and the majority and minority leadership of each house of the General Assembly, shall each receive as compensation one hundred fifty-one dollars ($151)[($100)] per day, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall each receive as compensation one hundred eighty-nine[twenty-five] dollars ($189)[($125)] per day, the majority and minority floor leaders of each house of the General Assembly shall each receive as compensation one hundred eighty-one[twenty] dollars ($181)[($120)] per day, and the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, the Speaker Pro Tempore, and the majority and minority caucus chairmen and whips of each house of the General Assembly shall each receive as compensation one hundred seventy-four[fifteen] dollars ($174)[($115)] per day, during the session of the General Assembly. In addition to his compensation as a member of the General Assembly, each chairman of a standing committee of the House of Representatives or the Senate shall receive compensation of fifteen[ten] dollars ($15)[($10)] for each regularly scheduled meeting of the standing committee which he chairs during sessions of the General Assembly. Beginning as of July 1, 1980, each member of the General Assembly shall receive mileage and reimbursement of road tolls for one (1) round trip for each week of the session between his home and the State Capitol during regular sessions and extraordinary sessions of the General Assembly and the necessary travel in going to and returning from the sessions of their respective houses. The mileage allowance under this section shall be equal to the maximum mileage allowance permitted by the federal government, to be increased as federal mileage allowance is increased.

(2)
The General Assembly may from time to time provide for cost-of-living adjustments of the amounts of the per diem salary and monthly expense allowance established by this section and by KRS 6.213 and 6A.020 by appropriations in the legislative branch budget bill. The adjustments shall be made employing the consumer price index formula used to adjust the compensation of elective state executive branch officers under KRS 64.480, but using 1996 as the base year. The director of the Legislative Research Commission shall include the adjustments in each legislative branch budget request and recommendation. Unless appropriations are denied, the final budget memorandum shall include the adjustments.
Section 2.   KRS 6.213 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Effective January 1, 1999, in addition to the per diem and all allowances provided by law to members of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, each member of the General Assembly[Legislature] is hereby granted an expense allowance of one thousand four hundred thirty-five[nine hundred fifty] dollars ($1,435)[($950)] per month for expenses[secretarial assistance, books and periodicals, other reports or publications, conduct of small-scale studies related to governmental activity, postage, telephone service, or any other expense] incident to performance of the legislator's duties.

(2)
The expense allowance provided for herein shall not be payable during any session of the General Assembly. For sessions occurring during a part of the month, the expense allowance shall be prorated.

(3)
Such expense allowances shall be paid by the State Treasury out of the general fund of the Commonwealth upon warrant of the Finance and Administration Cabinet, issued on the certification of the director of the Legislative Research Commission.

Section 3.   KRS 6A.020 is amended to read as follows:

Beginning with the terms of office of members next elected to a full term of office after sine die adjournment of the 1998 Regular Session of the General Assembly[as of January 1, 1985], the members of the General Assembly, other than the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the President of the Senate, the Speaker Pro Tempore of the House of Representatives, the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and the majority and minority leadership of each house of the General Assembly, shall each receive as compensation one hundred fifty-one dollars ($151)[($100)] per day, the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall each receive as compensation one hundred eighty-nine[twenty-five] dollars ($189)[($125)] per day, the majority and minority floor leaders of each house of the General Assembly shall each receive as compensation one hundred eighty-one[twenty] dollars ($181)[($120)] per day, and the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, the Speaker Pro Tempore, and the majority and minority caucus chairmen and whips of each house of the General Assembly shall each receive as compensation one hundred seventy-four[fifteen] dollars ($174)[($115)] per day, during the organizational session of the General Assembly for each day on which the General Assembly convenes. Effective January 1, 1983, each member of the General Assembly shall receive mileage and reimbursement of road tolls for one (1) round trip for each week of the organizational session during which the General Assembly convenes for at least one (1) day, between his home and the State Capitol and the necessary travel in going to and returning from the sessions of their respective houses. No member of the General Assembly shall receive such travel expenses for more than ten (10) round trips during an organizational session. The mileage allowance under this section shall be equal to the maximum mileage allowance permitted by the federal government, to be increased as the mileage allowance is increased by the federal government.

Section 4.   For the current terms of the present members of the General Assembly and for the remainder of any of these current terms subsequently filled by a successor elected to complete an unexpired term, the provisions of KRS 6.190(1) and KRS 6A.020 as they existed prior to their amendment by this Act continue to apply.

Section 5.   Section 2 of this Act takes effect January 1, 1999.
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
