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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of John Raymond Turner.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to our friend and colleague, John Raymond Turner, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner was born on January 21, 1921, a native of Jackson, Breathitt County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on March 8, 1998; and

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner was the loving son of Ervine Turner and Marie R. Turner, who preceded him in death; he was the adored brother of a sister, Treva Howell of Jackson; and he was the proud uncle of two nieces, Treva Louise Howell of Jackson and Jackie Howell of Richmond, and two nephews, Jeffrey Howell of Jackson and Ervine Dale Howell of Winchester; and

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner served his country with distinction as a paratrooper in the United States Army during World War II; and

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner served his constituents with pride as State Senator from the 34th Senatorial District in the 1962 and 1964 legislative sessions, and from the 28th Senatorial District during the 1966 and 1968 legislative sessions; he was elected to the House of Representatives, representing the 89th Legislative District, during the 1974, 1976 and 1978 legislative sessions; and

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner will be remembered as a highly esteemed member of the Breathitt County community where, in 1981, he became president and chairman of the board of Citizens Bank and Trust Company of Jackson; and in 1992, he assumed the position of senior vice president and vice chairman of the board; he was an avid supporter of Lees College, and donated land for low-income housing and a sportsmen's club; and

WHEREAS, John Raymond Turner was a very private individual who was loved by the entire Breathitt County community; he was from a prominent Eastern Kentucky family with strong political ties; his father, Ervine Turner, was a former circuit judge in Breathitt County; and his mother, Marie R. Turner, was a former Breathitt County school superintendent and state Democratic Party chairwoman; and

WHEREAS, when this honorable body reflects upon the memory of John Raymond Turner, it is with fond recollection that we remember him not only for his many legislative accomplishments and the friendships he made and sustained through the years, but also his compassion for and understanding of the common man which he demonstrated daily throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, the passing of John Raymond Turner has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of John Raymond Turner, and it does extend to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy and condolences.
