Fiscal Impact for HB 455 - House Committee Substitute

NOTES:

Items with costs after the FY99-00 biennium may show no cost in FY99 and FY00.

Recurring costs beyond FY00 are not always listed nor always known.

HB 321 includes sufficient funds for all sections except those as listed.

The savings from moving the threshold for felony theft from $300 to $1,000 is removed in the House Committee Substitute.  This removes the internal funding mechanism which originally allowed the creation of new crimes and the enhancement of penalties for other crimes without additional support from the General Fund.  This is no longer true in the HCS and additional General Fund support is needed:  FY99 $199,400 / FY00 $361,900.
