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AN ACT relating to volunteer police forces.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 95 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The legislative body of a city of the second, third, fourth, fifth, or sixth class, urban-county, or charter county government, may by ordinance provide for the establishment or abolishment of a volunteer police force to perform special duties within the city on terms it deems proper. The ordinance shall prescribe the number of officers of the volunteer force, the manner of their appointment, the rules and regulations governing the powers and duties of members, and the administration of the volunteer force.

The members of a volunteer police force shall not be considered city employees for any purposes.

(3)
Volunteer police force members shall have the authority to carry deadly weapons and make arrests only after successfully completing a basic training course in law enforcement as determined sufficient by the city.
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
