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A RESOLUTION confirming the appointment of Verman Ray Winburn as a member of the Kentucky Parole Board.

WHEREAS, KRS 439.320(1) specifies that seven (7) members of the Kentucky Parole Board shall be appointed by the Governor, from nominees submitted by the Commission on Correction and Community Service, and shall be subject to the confirmation of the Senate in accordance with KRS 11.160; and

WHEREAS, by letter of February 26, 1997, the Governor has submitted to the Senate the appointment of Verman Ray Winburn, for a term expiring March 1, 2001; and

WHEREAS, the Senate finds that Verman Ray Winburn meets the requirements of KRS 439.320(1), having at least five (5) years of actual experience in the field of penology, correction work, law enforcement, sociology, law, education, social work, medicine, or a combination thereof, or having served at least five (5) years previously on the Kentucky Parole Board; and

WHEREAS, Verman Ray Winburn has indicated the intention to give full time to the duties of the office of the Parole Board;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate, pursuant to KRS 439.320(1), does confirm the appointment of Verman Ray Winburn to the Kentucky Parole Board for a term expiring March 1, 2001.
