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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Colonel Thomas Lewis.

WHEREAS, Colonel Thomas Lewis was a delegate to Kentucky's First Constitutional Convention in 1792; and

WHEREAS, Colonel Thomas Lewis was the Virginia Justice of the Peace who, according to his daughter-in-law Rebecca Clay, swore in Kentucky's first Governor, Isaac Shelby; and

WHEREAS, Colonel Thomas Lewis served as the Representative from Fayette County during the Kentucky General Assembly's first session of the eighteenth century; and

WHEREAS, Colonel Thomas Lewis' great-great-great-great grandson, Gex Williams, is serving as the Senator from Boone County during the Kentucky General Assembly's last session of the twentieth century; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is proud to honor Colonel Thomas Lewis for his many achievements during the eighteenth century when our great Commonwealth officially entered the Union as the fifteenth state.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, January 6, 1998, it does so in loving memory and honor of Colonel Thomas Lewis.
