MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

Creates an Election Reform Fund and requires the state to prepare a plan to carry out election reform authorized by the federal Help America Vote Act.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 118 to create the fund and require the plan.  Provides that if the General Assembly does not appropriate an amount sufficient to meet the state match for Federal Funds, then the required amount shall be deemed a necessary governmental expense and paid into the fund.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:
The HCS does not directly appropriate funds but provides that if the General Assembly does not appropriate an amount sufficient to meet the state match for Federal Funds, then the required amount shall be deemed a necessary governmental expense and paid into the Election Reform Fund.  The state match is $2.1 million.  Therefore, the HCS could have a fiscal impact of anywhere from zero to $2.1 million as a necessary governmental expense.  In order to meet federal requirements, this would probably need to be paid in FY 02-03.  

The bill also requires that a future appropriation to the State Board of Elections shall be at least $1,303,100, in order to comply with federal law, but this amount is not appropriated in the bill itself.
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
