On page 1, by deleting lines 18 through 24 in their entirety and by inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"(2)
(a)
During a school day, an elementary or middle school shall not sell the following items through vending machines, school stores, canteens, or fundraisers by students, teachers, or groups: chewing gum and water ices as defined in 7 C.F.R. Part 210; any food item that contains more than forty percent (40%) added sugar by weight; any juice or juice product that contains less than twenty-five percent (25%) real juice; or other items, except seeds and nuts, that contain more than six (6) grams of fat per serving.

(b)
During a school day at a high school, no more than fifty percent (50%) of the different items offered for sale in vending machines, school stores, canteens, or fundraisers by students, teachers, or groups shall consist of the following: chewing gum and water ices as defined in 7 C.F.R. Part 210; any food item that contains more than forty percent (40%) added sugar by weight; any juice or juice product that contains less than twenty-five percent (25%) real juice; or other items, except seeds and nuts, that contain more than six (6) grams of fat per serving.".
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
