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A RESOLUTION expressing gratitude and appreciation for the contributions and sacrifices of family members when a loved one is called to serve in the Armed Forces of the United States.

WHEREAS, the United States military has been on high alert since the events of September 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, an increased military presence has been necessary to secure the safety of Americans at home and abroad; and

WHEREAS, the deployment of hundreds of thousands of troops has been necessary to effect regime change in the country of Iraq; and

WHEREAS, the military obligations of the Armed Forces of the United States have resulted in hundreds of thousands of troops being deployed as well as thousands of reservists being activated in both the Commonwealth and throughout the United States of America; and

WHEREAS, these soldiers, sailors, airmen and Marines are fathers and sons, mothers and daughters; and

WHEREAS, the strength of family is the greatest reflection of American ideals and American values; and

WHEREAS, these families, although not called to serve, routinely do their duty for God and country by supporting the United States military and their loved ones called to service; and

WHEREAS, the sacrifice of military families is as great as the sacrifice of the service members themselves; and

WHEREAS, service members are often recognized for their bravery and dedication to freedom, while the contributions and sacrifices of their families are often overlooked;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky acknowledges the hardship imposed on families when a family member is called to extraordinary service in the Armed Forces of the United States.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its sincere gratitude and appreciation for the strength and diligence of the families of these brave service members throughout the Commonwealth and the United States as they strive to protect the ideas of liberty and freedom in these uncertain times.

Section 3.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky calls upon all citizens of the Commonwealth and of the United States to support and to encourage the families of our service members called to serve as protectors of American liberty.
