On page 1, by inserting the following after line 21:

"(4)
As used in this section, "charitable health care provider" means any person, agency, clinic, or facility licensed or certified by the Commonwealth or under a comparable provision of law of another state, territory, district, or possession of the United States, engaged in the rendering of medical care without compensation or charge, and without expectation of compensation or charge, to the individual, without payment or reimbursement by any governmental agency or insurer.

(5)
Any section of this Constitution to the contrary notwithstanding, the General Assembly shall have the right to provide civil immunity from any act or omission of a charitable health care provider that has resulted in death or injury to any natural person, if the health care provider has informed the patient in writing of the civil liability immunity prior to providing care.".
