Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 72 to prohibit coroners from soliciting business for the funeral industry when executing their public duties; amend KRS 72.992 to provide that a violation of the prohibition is a Class D felony.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates a Class D felony when a coroner, while performing his official duties, solicits business for a funeral home, mortuary, cemetery, etc.

This bill could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 with a one year sentence (average time served of 7.5 months) and one additional inmate in FY 05. Because this is a Class D offense, inmates would generally be housed in county jails at a lesser expense to the Department.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
This bill could result in one additional Class D inmate in FY 04 at a cost of $6,600 and one additional Class D inmate in FY 05 at a cost of $6,700.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
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
