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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of SB 168 is to permit an escort to accompany any person with a level of eligibility that requires transportation under a Certificate Type 07 or Type 08 at the request of the person participating in the program.  A minor under the age of 13 must have a parent, guardian, or designee of the parent or guardian accompany them.  A parent, guardian, or designee of the parent or guardian may accompany any person 13 to 17 years of age. The person's family or guardian shall be responsible for arranging for the escort and paying any associated fee charged by the escort.  No fare will be charged under this provision.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Senate Bill 168 amends KRS 281.873 to establish criteria for requiring an escort for a person receiving human service transportation delivery services; permits any person receiving human service transportation delivery services under a Certificate Type 07 or Certificate Type 08 to have an escort; permits an escort for minors between the ages of 13 and 17; requires that the escort be provided by the family or guardian of the person receiving transportation services; prohibits the escort from being charged a fare.  SB 168 has an EMERGENCY provision.


FISCAL EXPLANATION: 

There is not expected to be any fiscal impact to the Transportation Cabinet.  Any cost associated with the escort is paid by the family or guardian.  The Cabinet is only transporting an additional person.  No increased cost to the state associated with this activity.   Transportation providers may be forced to absorb some costs. 
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
