Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 522, relating to abuse of public office, to create the crime of abuse of public trust; set penalties; include the punishment that the offender is disqualified from holding public office; provide that a public servant convicted under this section shall not be convicted for the same conduct under KRS 514.070; amend KRS 514.070 to provide that no person shall be convicted under KRS 514.070 if that person has also been convicted of a violation of Section 1 of this Act arising out of the same incident; repeal KRS 61.190.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates the offense of Abuse of Public Trust; a Class B, C, or D felony, depending on the amount of money involved.  The Department of Corrections estimates that this bill could result in one additional inmate each year, with an average ten year sentence (average time served of 40.2 months).

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Allowing for credit time, date of sentence imposition, felony class, and likely incarceration location (i.e., county jail, state institution), this bill could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 at a cost of  $7,900 and two additional inmates in FY 05 at a cost of  $21,500.

increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
