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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Denver Stewart.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Denver Stewart, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Denver Stewart was born on February 27, 1917, a native of Pike County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 30, 2003; and

WHEREAS, Denver Stewart was the loving son of the late Jesse and Gracie Stewart; he was the devoted husband of Mildred L. Stewart; he was the adored father of three daughters, Rhonda Kay Stewart of Lexington, and Jean Ann Corbin and Rosalee Baker, both of Pikeville, a stepson, Jim Kendrick of Pikeville, and two stepdaughters, Cassandra Gilpin of Robinson Creek and Belinda Watson of Ardmore, Alabama; he was the proud grandfather of nine grandchildren and eight grand-children; and he also leaves behind a brother, Ray Gene Stewart of Pikeville, and three sisters, Geniva Johnson of Pompano Beach, Florida, Lillian Justice of Somerset, and Mae Haroff of Parkersburg, West Virginia; and
