PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

Amends KRS 189A.104 to delete the requirement that testing apparatus for alcohol or substance be at a police station or detention facility and to specify that a testing machine does not include a preliminary breath testing device; amends KRS 189A.105 to specify new warnings given at DUI testing; and, amends KRS 189A.107 to specify a revised license revocation period.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 151 on local government is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Local enforcement staff will require some additional training to comply  with the amended language in section 2 related to KRS 189A.105. This section requires an officer to inform the person that refusal to submit to a test will result in revocation of the person's privilege to drive for six months.  There are additional requirements to inform a person if the test results show alcohol concentration of 0.08 or greater, and an additional warning to persons under age 21.  Besides training, the printing of warning statements for distribution to local law enforcement officers may be necessary. 
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
