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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming a segment of United States Route 119 in Pike County in memory and honor of James H. Mollett.

We pause in silent reverence to honor the memory of James H. Mollett.

An innocent victim of a tragic accident, Kentucky lost a native son far too

soon and a year later the Commonwealth still mourns his untimely passing.

WHEREAS, James H. Mollett was taken suddenly from his beloved wife Edna, son James, other family members, and friends at the age of fifty-six on January 15, 2002; and

WHEREAS, a dedicated employee of Equitable Distribution Company, James H. Mollett was a gas well tender who was senselessly killed when he traveled near a construction site on United States Route 119; and

WHEREAS, James H. Mollett had been allowed to drive past two flagmen in order to access a gas well; and

WHEREAS, James H. Mollett had no warning that the road construction crew was preparing an explosive blast directly above the location of the gas well he was going to inspect; and

WHEREAS, James H. Mollett suffocated to death after his pickup truck was buried under twenty-two feet of rock and debris that was blown off the hillside in the blast; and

WHEREAS, James H. Mollett suffered an unimaginable death on a hillside above the post office at Canada, about halfway between Pikeville and the West Virginia state line;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, express their extreme sense of bereavement and loss upon passing the tragic one year anniversary of the death of James H. Mollett, and extends heartfelt sympathy to his widow Edna and son James.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the segment of United States Route 119 in Pike County from Sidney to the bottom of Coburn Mountain the "James H. Mollett Memorial Highway."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs on the segment of United States Route 119 in Pike County from Sidney to the bottom of Coburn Mountain that read the "James H. Mollett Memorial Highway."
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
