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AN ACT relating to parking facilities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 189.705 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Every parking lot or storage garage, wherein automobiles are stored or kept for hire, shall erect a sign in a conspicuous place at each entrance and exit to the parking lot or storage garage that posts[post] clearly the hours during which the[said] parking facility is open for business. Each sign shall:

(a)
Be erected at or near the eye level of a motorist seated in an automobile;

(b)
Be brightly illuminated during evening hours or inclement weather to ensure the sign is easily legible at all times, regardless of whether the facility is open or closed for business;

(c)
Be printed in bold lettering and of a size that shall not be less than thirty-six (36) inches by thirty-six (36) inches;

(d)
Contain detailed information on how payment is to be made if the parking facility does not provide an attendant or parking is permitted after the hours an attendant is on duty at the facility; and

(e)
Contain detailed information on how unauthorized vehicles will be towed at the owner's expense if the person parks in the facility in violation of the terms posted on the sign.

(2)
It shall be the duty of every [such] operator of a parking lot or garage to keep an attendant on duty during the posted hours of operation of the[such] parking facility, unless:

(a)
The entrance to the[said] parking lot or garage is controlled by a mechanically operated gate, door or other entrance device which is operated by the customer;[ or unless]
(b)
The parking lot is operated on an honor system which requires no attendant;[,]
or 

(c)
The parking lot is operated by a system of meters at each individual stall.

(3)
If a parking lot is operated on an honor system, the method of payment and the payment location shall be conspicuously posted on signs in not less than five (5) locations within the facility, in addition to being posted at each entrance and exit in compliance with subsection (1) of this section.
(4)
This section shall not apply to operators who lease a specific space to a customer for a period of a month or longer at a time.

Section 2.   KRS 189.725 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any owner or attendant of a privately owned parking lot or storage garage that has complied with the signage requirement of Section 1 of this Act may have removed from the lot or garage any unauthorized vehicle parked at the owners expense, and any person engaged to remove such vehicle shall have a lien on the vehicle in accordance with KRS 376.275.

(2)
Any owner of a privately owned parking lot or storage garage that fails to post signs in compliance with Section 1 of this Act shall be prohibited from having unauthorized vehicles removed from the parking facility. Any owner, operator, or attendant of a privately owned parking lot or storage garage where signs in compliance with Section 1 of this Act have not been posted, and who has an unauthorized vehicle removed in violation of this subsection, shall be personally responsible for reimbursing the owner of the unauthorized vehicle for all costs charged to remove the vehicle[Every operator of a parking lot covered by the provisions of subsection (1) shall post signs stating thereon that the parking lot is privately owned and unauthorized vehicles will be towed away at the owner's expense].
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
