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AN ACT relating to peace officer training.
Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 15 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When any law enforcement agency kills more than two (2) persons during a five (5) year period in the course of making an arrest, attempting to subdue a person, or otherwise in the line of duty, the Department of Criminal Justice Training shall require that law enforcement agency to conduct during any basic and in-service training involving peace officers of that agency to successfully complete the following training:
(a)
A unit of training relating to the identification of and response to situations involving mentally ill persons, mentally retarded persons, and persons suffering from alcohol and other drug abuse;
(b)
A unit of training relating to standards for the use of force, defensive tactics, and situations where use of less than lethal force can preserve both life and public safety; and
(c)
A unit of training relating to human diversity and how an understanding thereof will improve communication and efficiency amongst coworkers, as well as between the officers and the community to be policed.
(2)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to situations where any person dies as a result of a motor vehicle accident involving a peace officer.
(3)
The required training shall take place during or the next year following the second death within a five (5) year period and shall occur in such a manner that each peace officer in the department receives the training either as basic or in-service training.
Section 2.   The provisions of Section 1 of this Act shall be retroactive and shall apply to any law enforcement agency which has had two or more deaths subject to Section 1 of this Act within the five years prior to the effective date of this Act as well as to any agency which has two or more deaths subject to the provisions of Section 1 of this Act following the effective date of this Act. The Department of Criminal Justice Training, following the effective date of this Act, shall notify any agency which is subject to the provisions of Section 1 of this Act as to the need for training and the prescribed training.
