Capital Projects Budget Provisions for Part II

On page 100, after line 10, by inserting the following:

“(8)
Temporary Suspension of Prevailing Wage Law for School Construction:  Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 337, school districts and cities acting under the provisions of KRS 162.150 shall be exempted from complying with the state prevailing wage law for any school construction contracts awarded after the effective date of this Act but before June 30, 2006.

Temporary Suspension of Prevailing Wage Law for State-funded Construction:  Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 337, a public authority as defined by KRS 337.010(3)(d) shall be exempted from complying with the state prevailing wage law for any construction contracts awarded after the effective date of this Act but before June 30, 2006, if the construction is part of a capital project authorized by the General Assembly in any branch budget bill or if any part of the construction is funded from state funds.”.
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
