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AN ACT relating to human services.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 194A.070 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The cabinet is authorized to utilize and promote available or potential community resources for the delivery of services and shall, when it deems appropriate, contract for services with local, community, and private agencies when services would not otherwise be available without cost. The cabinet and local, community, and private agencies operating on contract with the cabinet may charge for services rendered when this would be in accordance with applicable state law.

(2)
Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, any agency, facility, network of providers, or program that provides family services, mental health services, or substance abuse services purchased by the cabinet and that is accredited by a nationally recognized accrediting body shall not be subject to additional cabinet requirements for certification or licensure. Nationally recognized accrediting agencies shall include, but not be limited to the following entities and their successors:

(a)
Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations;

(b)
Council on Accreditation for Children and Family Services; or

(c)
Commission on Accreditation for Rehabilitative Services.

(3)
The cabinet may promulgate administrative regulations pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A that establish additional standards for monitoring and licensing accredited programs or services that the cabinet determines are not covered by the accreditation standards or processes. Additional standards under this subsection shall not duplicate any standards or processes addressed by the accrediting bodies. The cabinet may include additional accrediting organizations in an administrative regulation.

(4)
The cabinet shall require proof of compliance with state and local fire, health, and safety standards.

(5)
The cabinet's acceptance of a survey, report, or inspection of an accrediting organization shall not preclude the cabinet's right to perform inspections at any time or to conduct any monitoring necessary to ensure that services are provided in accordance with a contract.
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
