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A RESOLUTION urging the Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government to appoint a resident of Scott County to the task force established to study the takeover of Kentucky American Water Company and provide a framework for operating and managing the water utility.

WHEREAS, water supply is critical to the health, well-being, and economic development of any community; and

WHEREAS, Scott County is dependent, in part, for its water supply on the facilities currently operated by Kentucky American Water Company, facilities which will be directly impacted as a result of a takeover by the Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government; and

WHEREAS, Scott County has already raised questions regarding the continued presence of these facilities in Scott County, should a takeover occur; and

WHEREAS, refusal to include input from Scott County residents in any proposed framework for operating and managing the water utility will lead to costly disputes at the taxpayers' expense and sour intercommunity relations and the hope for interlocal cooperation; and

WHEREAS, the residents of Scott County may be placed in a position of having no say on the entity that controls their future water supply, future water rates, and economic development; and

WHEREAS, this uncertainty and lack of control can impede regional relationships and breed needless complications, conflicts and costs; and

WHEREAS, the appointment of a resident of Scott County on the task force would ensure that the interests of Scott County are given proper hearing and adequate consideration; and

WHEREAS, the Gentleman from Scott, 62, would be an invaluable aid in bringing together the needs, concerns, and interests of all parties involved;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives urges the Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government to confer with the Gentleman from Scott, 62, and a representative of the Scott County Fiscal Court, and to include the Gentleman from Scott, 62, and the representative of Scott County in its deliberations concerning the condemnation proceedings of Kentucky American Water Company.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall forward copies of this Resolution and notification of its adoption to Representative Charlie Hoffman for transmittal to George H. Lusby, Scott County Judge/Executive, and to Mayor Teresa Isaac, Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government.
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
