WHEREAS, the Rob Morris home, located at 110 Washington Street in LaGrange, Kentucky, is the home of the founder of the Order of the Eastern Star, and where he resided from 1862 until his death in 1888; and

WHEREAS, the Order of the Eastern Star is responsible for the millions of dollars which have been raised within the membership to support national, jurisdictional, and local charities; and many jurisdictions have homes for their senior members;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
