PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 168 creates a special license plate to promote advertising and design talent in Kentucky.  After the Advertising Federation of Louisville collects 900 applications and accompanying $25 state fee within one year and applies to the Transportation Cabinet, the Cabinet is directed to begin printing a special AdFed license plate designed by AdFed members.  The AdFed license plate is to only be issued for a motor vehicle registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a).

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 168 on local government is indeterminable but is expected to be minimal to moderate.  Increased administrative expenses could result from carrying out the activities required under the measure.

The measure calls for creation of a special AdFed license plate after a design competition and collection and submission to the Transportation Cabinet within one year of the effective date of the measure, a minimum of 900 applications each with an accompanying $25 state fee. 

The measure appears to direct the Transportation Cabinet to notify the 900 initial applicants for the special license plate to pay a $3 county clerk fee and pick up their plate at the office of the county clerk in the county where each person lives.  Provision is made for subsequent issuance of additional special AdFed license plates.

The measure requires the county clerk to be responsible for the following activities in the process of issuance of the special AdFed license plate:

Stores and issues that county's share of the 900 initial special license plates however many initial applicants reside in the county and collects a $3 county clerk fee for each plate;

Collects a $25 state fee and $3 county clerk fee from each initial applicant for an AdFed license plate;

Collects from renewing special AdFed license plate applicants, a $15 state fee and a $3 county clerk fee;

Collects from initial or renewing applicants an unknown number of voluntary contributions of two dollars, maintains a special fund interest-bearing account for the contributions, and on an annual basis forwards the funds to the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation;

Designates for administrative expenses under the measure, any investment income from the AdFed special fund interest-bearing account.

Provides for free replacement of any damaged, destroyed, or stolen special license plates under specified conditions;

Provides for storage of special AdFed plates and certificate of registration returned by owners or lessees who sell or transfer or terminate a lease of a vehicle with the special plate;

Upon payment of a $3 county clerk fee, provides for reissuance of a regular license plate and certification of registration to the owner or lessee returning the special AdFed plate and certificate of registration when selling or transferring or terminating lease of a vehicle with the AdFed plate;

Provides for reissuance of the AdFed license plate free of charge for use on any other vehicle of the same classification and category owned by the person during the current licensing period;

Provides for the return of any replaced regular license plates to the Transportation Cabinet.
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
