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AN ACT relating to circuit clerks.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 27A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
At the close of each month each circuit clerk shall report to the Administrative Office of the Courts, on each arrest warrant and bench warrant which has been issued by each judge, trial commissioner, or other person authorized to serve warrants and which has been unserved for thirty (30) days or more.

(2)
The information to be reported shall include the name of the person named on the warrant, the KRS number of each statute cited on the warrant, the uniform offense report descriptor for each offense, whether each offense is a felony or a misdemeanor or a violation, the office to which the warrant was directed for service, the date of issuance, and such other information as the Supreme Court of Kentucky or Administrative Office of the Courts may require.

(3)
All information reported to the Administrative Office of the Courts under this section shall be public information unless, in the case of a particular warrant, the warrant has been ordered sealed. If the warrant has been ordered sealed the date of issuance and the officer to which directed shall be public but the name on the warrant shall not be made public.

(4)
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall maintain each item of information required by this section in a computerized format which is available for public on-line search by county and by each item of information required by this section or a combination of items of information required by this section.
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
