PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 326 HCS retains provisions of the original bill as it relates to the distribution of absentee ballot applications by facsimile. However, it deletes all references to the distribution of absentee ballots by facsimile, and it deletes Sections 1, 4, and 5 of the original bill.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 326 HCS on local government would be minimal. Currently, ballots are only sent by fax to military personnel, their dependents, and overseas citizens. HB 326 HCS adds the provision that ballot applications can be sent to voters by fax, if requested to do so by the voter. County clerk's offices may save supplies, printing and postage by sending applications by facsimiles, but may experience some added expense related to the availability of fax machines.
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
