Text of Legislation:  

 Amend KRS 508.025, relating to assault in the third degree, to provide that a person is guilty of assault in the third degree when he causes or attempts to cause physical injury to, among others, emergency medical services personnel, organized fire department members, and rescue squad personnel; and name the Act the "Brenda D. Cowan Act."

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This amendment adds volunteer emergency medical personnel or rescue squad personnel as well as fire fighters to existing legislation has been enacted to protect law enforcement officers and employees of detention facility.  The basis is to add protection to fire fighters and EMS workers.  As assaults on the included personnel are limited in their occurrence this bill is expected to have limited impact. 

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The fiscal impact is expected to be minor due to the relatively small number of EMS personnel and fire fighters who experience assaults on the job.
